High risk groups include people who are overweight, people
from South Asian, African-Caribbean or Black African descent
and men aged over 40. You may also be at risk if you have a
family history of diabetes or have ever had high blood pressure.

Around 200,000 people are diagnosed with Type 2 diabetes
every year — you don‘t need to be one of them.
